Ballistic Drag Racing Team headed to Sydney
for the first round of the season pumped up
and ready to rumble. With some work to the
bike and the car the team was refreshed and
looking for good results.

With a new gear box from Power by Sauer
and R & D Motorsports Rob was confident we
could run some very good numbers. It was
an exciting event and it was great to have an
old friend join us at the track after 12 years,
with Igor Krasnowsky stepping in as Crew
Chief to replace Peter who was on holidays.

Rob was excited as well as nervous. Straight
out of the trailer and Rob ran a personal best
of 8.13 seconds at 157mph. He was stoked.
The new gear box had worked and we were
ready for business. At an attempt to better
the ET we brought the Nitrous in a little
quicker for the second qualifier, but unfortu-
nately pumped the tyre up too much. The
result was an 8.45 with the tyre spinning in
third gear. We called it a day and decided to

try a different strategy for the following day.
Another glorious day in Sydney on Saturday
with the 3rd qualifier early in the morning. A
decision to make the Nitrous delay longer was
the wrong decision and we burnt the clutch in a
major way. Only one chance left to better the
PB of the 1st qualifier, we decided to bring the
Nitrous in quicker which resulted in a 8.12 at
159 mph. A very pleasing result for qualifying,
with Rob sitting at 9th in the qualifying field. A
good result given the number of bikes running
well under their index.

Unfortunately it was all doom and gloom look-
ing outside the hotel window early on Sunday
morning. It had been raining for some time
and did not appear to be letting up. In hope we
headed to the track but were disappointed to
find that the meeting had been cancelled due
to the weather. From our perspective the
weekend was still a success with the Rob run-
ning his best times and the bike holding to-
gether.

With a new vacuum pump installed Rob’s Chev
Cavalier was ready to commence the season

in full swing. Out of the box the Cavalier top
qualified in the first qualifying session with a
7.82 out of a field of 18 competitors. Going
into eliminations Rob was qualified in 2nd
place.

With unfinished business after the Sydney rainout and hav-
ing had successful qualifying passes, Rob made the long
haul to Willowbank Raceway for the Spring Top Fuel meet-
ing without any of his regular crew. Whilst a little nervous
Rob was determined to better his performance and rented
the Tony Frost family crew. With the bike set up the same
as the last qualifier at the Nationals, Rob ran a 8.07 at 165
mph- another personal best! Rob says the run did not
even feel fast! In a hurry to get back to the pits to sit
around and talk as there was nothing to do to the bike,
Rob was told by Mark that he was not allowed to touch
anything. So in the second qualifier he added more Ni-
trous by bringing it in quicker. The bike ran 8.072 at 154
mph losing 11 mph- which Rob could not work out. So he
did some checks and called it a night.

On Saturday morning Rob decided he would put bigger
jets in both the fuel and the Nitrous, chasing that magical
number- 7.99. It was not to be— with a 8.28 at 156 mph. It
would seem that the bike had some tyre shake and with
his thumb resting on the gear shift Rob short shifted way
too quickly. That being said it was still a good run and Rob
was 6th in the field.

Round one and Rob was excited to be in eliminations with
a well tuned bike. His opponent was Blair Pennington, on
a B-Street bike with his index at 9.9 seconds and the bike
capable of running 6 tenths of a second under the index.
With the capacity to run only 1.7 seconds under the BB
Competition index, and with Blair having almost a 2 sec-
ond head start it was imperative that Rob cut a good light.
After a bit of a staging dual, Rob red lit with a .385 light.
Disappointing to go out first round, but ecstatic that the
bike had performed so well.

A big thank you to Tony and Mark Frost and family for be-
ing the crew and congratulations to Tony for Top qualify-
ing in Modified Bike.
